Blue Green with a small heart but large outer 
eaves, very nervous and, owing to some

BURLY BOLTER 
As blue Bolter, but w i l l leap up out of the 
ground and head-butt you. 

C H O I C H . \ M P I O N 
An aristocrat of cabbages, smooth, urbane, 
well connected, likes to be planted close 
together away from any other Brassica. 
Prone to sneering. 

SCENTLESS M U T E 
A very quiet variety that is so pungent it w i l l 
render the picker's olfactory senses useless 
for days when picked. A good boiler. 

SPRING POUNCER 
The tightly packed outer leaves have a habit 
of unfurling when i t is picked. This releases 
the inner leaves, which are razor sharp. A 
good eater, but wear chain mail gloves when 
picking.

Large, big-hearted variety that grows i n 
wet condit ions and is almost resistant to 
background magic and frogs.

S C H W E I N F A R T E M P E R O R 

Rare breed f r o m U b e r w a l d , quite l iked 
by Vampires because werewolves are 
sickened by the smell . 

J O L L Y G I A N T 

Small b u t very green, good for soups as 
i t expands i n water by 300%. 

S A V O L O Y S P E C I A L A P P R O V E D F O R E X P O R T 
Named after the m a n w h o bred this 
variety, M r H a r o l d Savoloy, w h o was 
a i m i n g to produce a cabbage suitable for 
sausage m a k i n g . The cabbagewurst 
never caught on, though , because green 
sausages often don't .
